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New developer for condos Custom homebuilder Bob Webb Builders has acquired the last lots at Stonebridge Crossing, a 47-unit condominium project south of Hayden

Run Road on Columbus’ Northwest Side. Three executives of Elford Development had been driving the project and had built a few models. It had orders for a few more units but sold the bulk of the project to Webb. Mike Fitzpatrick, one of the developers, said potential buyers were having trouble selling their current homes.

Stonebridge Crossing is billed as a community for upscale empty-nesters, with prices at $400,000 and up. “We did see more (requested) upgrading and customization of the units than we anticipated,” he said. “That’s something Webb is in better position to manage.” Bob Webb agreed that the project is more in his company’s wheelhouse.

“The timing’s bad, but the location’s great,” Webb said. “It has a location and feel of

(Upper) Arlington, and it’s not too far away from Dublin and Hilliard. It appeals to a lot of people who don’t want to move too far from their bigger house.”
